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Since D&D Experience, so much 4th Edition info is now available in compiled 
form that the below scoops and rumours are no longer being updated. 
 Instead, I encourage you to check out Verys Arkon's 4E Pre-release Rules 
Compilation (formerly known as the "PHB Lite"). 
 
Make sure you keep checking EN World's news page for the latest updates 
and scoops. 
 
The Player's Handbook, Dungeon Master's Guide and Monster Manual will be 
available in June 2008. 
 

I've compiled as much of the 4E information that I could find into a 4E 
preview Player's Handbook "Lite", for people to use in their 4E-ish 
games until the real deal comes out in June. Obviously this is just the 
'demo' version, but there should be enough information available to 
make simple level one characters using any combination of the seven 
races and seven classes released (excluding Dragonborn race and 
Warlord class).  
 
Remember this is only a tiny fraction of the whole game, so 
please don't judge 4e by the limited view here. I have to stress 
that YOU CANNOT JUDGE 4E BY THE PHB LITE, it is assembled from 
outdated preview material and some pretty clever guess-work by fans, 
but that is all. It gives impatient fans a single place to see what has 
been revealed (and what might be deduced), and it can give you an 
idea how it "might" play, but for goodness sake, wait until you get your 
hands on the real PHB before you make any final conclusions.
