A little bit about the shamirpet 
lake. Shamirpet lake is 20 kms 
north of secunderabad. The 
lake is an artificial lake built 
during the reign of the nizams, 
The beautiful rocky terrain 
gives good opportunities to use 
our skills to navigate around 
the boulders while having a 
look out at the lake surround-
ing water bodies. The lush 
green country side helps as it 
adds to the scenic beauty and 
offers a serene environment. 
The area attracts a lot of birds. 
The boulders offer some tough 
climb and guess what the rocks 
are for all ages! 

The trek group comprised of 

first timers and experienced 
people. For quite a many, it 
was their first trek and few had 
fear of heights. The boulders 
offered varied levels of diffi-
culty which helped first time 
trekkers to get into trekking 
and rock climbing and helped 
height-fearing people allay their 
fears. The calm environment 
gave the sense of away-from-
city. It’s always good to get 
away from the city for some-
time. Makes you feel alive! 
Everyone was gentle in their 
behavior and more so of help-
ful nature. They shared their 
experiences and even tried 
teaching others the ways of 
rock climbing. 

The best part was people were 
given ample opportunities to 
explore and get acquainted 
with the fun of rock climbing . 
The experienced people were 
keen on teaching the ways of 
rock climbing and also helped 
us find paths to move on.  

The initial phase of climbing 
was a bit difficult as it was not 
easy to judge the areas where 
we could place our hands and 

feet to move ahead with the 
climb. But as more climbs were 
done, we got familiar with the 
techniques and learn to judge 
the way to climb! 

It’s definitely not a tough climb 
but the shamirpet boulders 
offer the apt magnitude of 
learning for newbies. 

All in all a good way of learn-
ing, experience and knowing 
people with a tinge…
correction…ton full of fun!

Narsapur: Forest Trek. 
Medak Road, we stopped inbetween to 
buy some bananas and water as there 
are no known hotels near the forest 
stretch, We knew we were on the 
narsapur forest stretch the moment we 
saw our ancestors a.k.a monkeys, and 
hoards of them just waiting and look-
ing around for people to throw some 
food, we saw the hanuman temple on 
the right with more monkeys around it, 
lord Hanuman's Army,  we stopped 
about 2 Kms ahead of the hanuman 
temple just near the aayapa swamy 
temple which comes on the left and 
parked our vehicles there, picked up 
our lunch boxes,water and had a quick 
round of  introductions to know each 
other which is more of a customary 
practice with every trek. 

All the members were shuffled and 3 
teams were formed with everyone 
being new to each other, except one 
couple who were allowed to stick 
together, a leader was selected for each 
group and was given the responsibilty 
to take care of the group, it was de-

cided that we  would go into different 
directions and assemble back by 2 pm 
at the same spot we parked our cars, 
our trek started at around 10 and lasted 
till 2 in the afternoon. 

I lead a group deep into the forest, 
This step was taken intentionally, 
trying the trek in a different dimension. 
The trek was good. The forest had a 
good vegetation, the sun was bright 
and blazing, the clouds covered the 
sun occasionally to give us some relief, 
we took shelter quite often under the 
trees around to escape the heat.  as we 
went inside we stopped in between and 
heard some noises, only to see a farmer 
grazing his cows, we shared some 
refreshments with him to gain his 
confidence, we enquired with him if 
there are hills or water ponds ahead to 
which he replied negatively and he 
tried to scare us that a police party was 
roaming around the jungle as if we 
were naxals around, we had to lie to 
him that we have permission to trek 
the forest.
