1. Justice Robert H. Jackson of the U.S. Supreme Court. He had a well-defined appreciation 
of independent rights and a clear writing style.

2. In terms of nominating our justices, partisan nomination for a non-partisan position 
is an anomaly and a problem. Other states have different models, each with their own 
pluses and minuses. However, one thing that is perfectly clear is that Michigan voters 
want to elect judges. Voters voice that preference loudly whenever I hear from them.

3. There are two primary purposes - deterrence and rehabilitation where possible. I don’t 
think we’re doing real well with either at the present. The experiments with intense 
supervision provided through drug and alcohol courts is showing promise and should be 
expanded. Public service and occupational training should be encouraged and expanded. 
Prisons are a very last resort.

4. The people of Michigan are entitled to a Supreme Court that works well, that acts well 
and that means well. I will work to provide Michigan citizens with a right to a Supreme 
Court that they can access easily, hears them out fully, treats them courteously, and that 
will render fair and impartial decisions without regards to politics, race, national origin or 
economic status.

1. Justice Thurgood Marshall is admired for his strength and experience in human rights 
issues. He was an experienced litigator and took his people and litigation experience 
with him as he served on the Court. He served during extremely turbulent times in our 
county’s history. Yet, he maintained dignity and professionalism. Justice Marshall rendered 
some of the most significant decisions. He successfully argued the premiere decision of all 
time, “Brown vs Board of Education”. 

2. 1) Supreme Court justices could be placed onto the ballot nonpartisan without the 
nomination process. 2) Judicial qualifications could be more stringent, 3) Justice candidates 
could be required to be rated highly by the State Bar of Michigan. 4) Funding could be 
limited equally for each candidate. Research should begin to ensure that the public and the 
nation does not continue to have major concerns about the status of justice in Michigan.

3. The primary purpose of the criminal justice system is punishment and detering oth-
ers from committing similar offenses.  The criminal system in America is the best in the 
world. The constitutional principles upon which it is based are fundamental when one 
considers the protection of human rights.  However, it is not without its flaws in its imple-
mentation in courts throughout the country.  On occasion innocent people are convicted 
and on even rarer occasions the guilty go free. Economic conditions mandate consider-
ation of treatment courts for drug users and the mentally ill non-violent offfenders. There 
are many complex issues which confront the criminal justice arena.

4. Judges should maintain an unbiased posture when making decisions in all areas of practice 
including family law. Having served as an investigator in child abuse and neglect and elder 
abuse cases, I have developed a unique perspective. My Master of Arts degree in Guidance 
and Counseling strengthens my understanding of community issues. Also, I have served 
on many boards, which deal with family issues like HAVEN, Child Abuse and Neglect 
Counsel of Oakland County, Oakland Livingston Senior Human Services, Parents of 
Murdered Children and the Salvation Army’s Booth Legal Clinic. These experiences 
would allow me to balance my role as a fair and impartial justice while protecting the well 
being of the larger community.

1.  As a rule of law judge, I believe the hallmark of a good judge is to follow the law as it 
is written, rather than to impose your own moral and social values.  On the current US 
Supreme Court, Chief Justice Roberts and Justices Scalia, Thomas and Alito most closely 
follow this approach.  I admire each of them for their commitment to the rule of law. 

2. I am a strong advocate of the People’s right to elect judges. While elites of all descrip-
tion would prefer to “protect” the People from themselves by giving the right to select 
judges to unelected special interests like lawyers, the election of judges is the only way the 
People can protect themselves from judges who abuse our constitution. 

3. The first object of the criminal justice system is to protect society from criminal preda-
tors. Period.  A fair system should ensure that those convicted of similar crimes receive 
similar punishments.  As to alternative punishments/treatments, the question raises a 
sociological or penal issue that is beyond the competence of people trained only in the 
law - like most judges.  My wife, who is a psychiatrist, might be competent to answer, 
but this is beyond my expertise.  It is up to the Legislature to study and enact alternative 
forms of punishment, if they desire this approach.

4. No greater problem exists in our society than the disintegration of the family unit.  To-
day, the problem is no longer the breakdown of the family but the failure to form families 
in the first place. There are many reasons why we now tolerate and condone casual sexual 
relations that result in the birth of children out of wedlock, but one thing I do know, 
this is a problem originating in the family.  While a judge can seek to help interested 
and willing parents, there is no magic bullet to correct profoundly dysfunctional parents 
and families.  As a private citizen, however, I know that this has a devastating impact on 
society, and so all of my volunteer time is spent helping the children of such families.

1. I admire Chief Justice John Roberts because his philosophy and temperament are most 
aligned with my own.

2. In my judgment, the current system, based in our Michigan Constitution, should not be 
changed.

3. The primary purpose of the criminal justice system is to remove dangerous criminals 
from society and to punish them in a fair manner. In recent years, our system has intro-
duced new modes of criminal justice principles such as therapeutic justice courts (i.e. 
drug courts) which in principle I support. For non-dangerous offenders, these new modes 
could be expanded and in particular for juvenile offenders, should be used more frequent-
ly as an alternative as this would save taxpayer dollars and be more appropriate.

4. Judges must recognize that strong families provide the foundational institutions of soci-
eties and must work hard to protect that institution even in their role as a judge.

What is your top priority for changing the policy focus or 
administration of the Attorney General’s office that can be 
made without requiring legislation?

Public Safety is my top priority. I will also be a voice for victims. I will create a
Crime Victims’ Rights Advocate. Victims of crime and their families are too often forgot-
ten. I was nominated for Attorney General by a woman whose husband was murdered. The 
Governor wanted to commute his sentence, and the widow did not receive notification.
Authorities would not let the widow bring a picture of her husband to the hearing.

1. Consumer Protection

Identity Theft
The AG needs to educate consumers about the growing problem of Identity Theft; provide 
a tool-kit for those who have already been victimized, and vigorously prosecute those who 
engage in this deceptive practice.

Debt relief and mortgage fraud 
The Attorney General needs to be vigilant in enforcing Michigan’s Consumer Protection 
Act, to safeguard homeowners from unscrupulous practices.

Senior Fraud
Seniors need an advocate. More frauds are being perpetrated against seniors-- foreign lot-
teries, sweepstakes, telemarketing and charitable frauds. The AG’s Office
must be a leader in assisting seniors, be aggressive in securing restitution, and prosecute 
those who swindle seniors.

2. Environment and Natural Resources

We need a Michigan that provides paychecks and protects the environment. I will create 
RPM, Rapid Permits for Michigan, to speed the state’s decision-making process, to help 
create jobs and growth. I will continue the lawsuit to block Asian Carp from entering the 
Great Lakes. Asian Carp threaten not only the fragile ecosystem of the Great Lakes, but 
could destroy the sports fishing industry. 

I will also continue to pressure the federal government to beef up efforts to block other 
invasive species from entering the Great Lakes. And I oppose shipping nuclear waste across 
the Great Lakes.

3. Family Formation and Preservation

I will continue to use the power of the Attorney General to fight for citizen initiatives such 
as the Marriage Amendment to the constitution. Marriage is between one man and one 
woman. 

And I will use the powers of the office to defend legislation such as the ban on the heinous 
practice of Partial Birth abortions. 

In addition, I will continue the award-winning Child Support Division created by current 
Attorney General Mike Cox, so that children receive the support they need and deserve.

What is your top priority for changing the policy focus or 
administration of the Attorney General’s office that can be 
made without requiring legislation?

Public safety is my number one priority – especially going after criminals who prey on our 
children and our families. As Genesee County Prosecutor I have been a strong advocate for 
protecting children against predators and have prosecuted dozens of cases of sexual abuse. I 
am the only candidate with experience in convicting violent criminals and sexual predators. 
In addition, I’ll start a political crimes task force that will prosecute government corruption 
at all levels. 

Describe your top priorities in each of the following areas:

1. Consumer Protection 

I will bring fairness back to the attorney general’s office, and I will be an advocate for 
regular citizens, not powerful special interests. I will put money back in the pockets of 
consumers by demanding refunds when insurance companies unfairly raise rates or when 
unscrupulous banks charge hidden fees. I will go after unscrupulous companies that receive 
tax breaks and then hire illegal immigrants or ship jobs out of Michigan. 

2. Environment and Natural Resources 

Michigan is the most beautiful state in the union and I will aggressively use the power of 
the Attorney General’s office to protect the Great Lakes and the environment. I will hold 
oil companies and other corporate polluters accountable when they damage our land, water 
and air, instead of sticking Michigan taxpayers with the clean-up bill. I support a ban on oil 
drilling in the Great Lakes so a BP type gulf disaster never happens here in Michigan.

Please describe the most important issue facing the Secretary 
of State office today and what you will do about this issue if 
elected.

1. Better enforcement of campaign finance law.

PROPOSAL 10-2 

 
A PROPOSAL TO AMEND THE STATE CONSTITUTION TO 
PROHIBIT CERTAIN FELONS FROM HOLDING ELECTIVE 
OFFICE AND SPECIFIED TYPES OF PUBLIC EMPLOYMENT 
POSITIONS 

The proposed constitutional amendment would: 

Make a person ineligible for election or appointment to any state or local 
elective office or to hold a position in public employment in this state that is 
policy-making or has discretionary authority over public assets, if:  

	 • within the preceding 20 years, the person was convicted of a felony 		
	    involving dishonesty, deceit, fraud, or a breach of the public trust; and  
	 • the conviction was related to the person’s official capacity while 
	    holding any elective office or position of employment in local, state or 	
 	    federal government.

Please describe the most important issue facing the Secretary 
of State office today and what you will do about this issue if 
elected.

Election Integrity: We must protect the integrity of the voting process in Michigan.

Solutions: We must fight for integrity at the polls and absentee voting. Any serious reform 
must take into account the system we have now. Current loopholes allow large numbers of 
absentee ballots to be mailed and do not require photo ID. Under current Michigan law, 
absentee ballots are not subject to a photo ID requirement. With some elections having 
over 75% of the total turnout voting absentee, this is a serious concern. Study after study 
has pointed to mailed ballots posing the highest risk for fraud. Votes can be stolen, voters 
can be coerced or rewarded for their votes, ballots are lost in the mail...history has shown 
numerous such cases.

My plan will:

1.	 Require people to present photo ID when they register to vote.
2.	 Require voters who are capable and wish to vote absentee to vote in person and that 

they show their photo ID at the clerk’s office.
3.	 Require a voter to certify they are physically unable to come in to the clerk’s office in 

order to qualify to vote absentee by mail. Senior citizens, military voters and people 
with disabilities will be allowed to continue voting absentee by mail.

4.	 Require a person from both major parties be present when voter assisted ballots are 
cast in places like nursing homes.

5.	 Enact random election results audits.
6.	 Implement an absentee ballot tracker system.
7.	 Adopt my 5 point plan to stop non-citizen voting. (visit www.RJ4MI.com for details)
8.	 Remove incarcerated felons from the voting rolls.
9.	 Aggressively purge dead voters from our voter rolls.

University of Michigan researchers cite a Michigan caucasian graduation rate of 74%; our 
33% graduation rate for black high school students is the lowest in the country.
