Patriotism means to stand by the country.

It does not mean to stand by the President or
any other public official save exactly to the
degree inwhich he himself stands by the coun-
1ry.

It is patriotic to support him insofar as he
efficiently serves the country. It is unpatriotic
not to oppese him to the exact extent that by
inefficiency or otherwise he fails in his duty ro
stand by the country.

In either event, it is unpatriotic not to tell the
truth — whether about the President or anyone
else — save in the rare cases where this would
make known to the enemy information of mili-
tary value which would otherwise be unknown
to him.
