The photos can be taken anywhere, but you must be a resident of the greater Oxford community and/or a student, faculty, or staff at Miami University to enter.

2. How to Enter:
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Contest: Enter a 8” x 10” (either portrait or landscape orientation) either printed or digitally by Feb. 18, 2011.

b. The digital photos must be .jpg format;

c. The submission must contain a title and a brief description. The description includes some background information about the photo (e.g. city, country, names of individuals depicted in the photograph(s).

d. Include the filled out official entry form with each photo.

3. Each entrant may enter up to 3 photos.

4. Winner Determination:

a. Contest: The contest winners will be determined from a panel of judges including Ron Stevens, Marta Wendt, Buffy Hanna, and Jaylene Liang.

5. Winners will be notified by email or phone by March 4, 2011.
