Double Borders

Fred Haaser asked me to post in the files section a description of how I construct my double borders for my prints.  I am hesitant to do this since I use Corel software and most members use Adobe.  If you use Adobe you may be able to make the conversion.
The majority of prints I make require an 8x10 size and fit in an 11x14 mat.  The images I take often do not lend themselves to this format, so I include borders.  I also include a double border within the image area.  The images themselves range from 7x7 inches to 7x9 inches leaving a minimum outer border of ½ inch.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The first thing you must do to begin this process is go to View and turn on your rulers.  The next thing to do is to size your image to 7x7-9 inches at 300 pixels per inch.  For the sake of argument, let us assume your image is 7x7 or 2100 pixels by 2100 pixels.  To precisely place the border inside the image you need to zoom your image in to 800% so that you are viewing the upper left hand corner of the image.  Click on the selection tool and choose a rectangular selection with zero feathering in the replace mode.   Place the cursor at the 50 pixel 50 pixel position.  You will see lines on the ruler bar showing you the position of the cursor and there is a readout of the cursor position at the bottom right of screen.  Click the cursor and with the button depressed drag the cursor off the lower right hand part of the screen until you see the lower right hand corner of the image.  With the cursor still depressed move to the 2050 pixel 2050 pixel point and release it.  You now should have selected a rectangle the extends from 50,50 to 2050,2050.  Now we must deselect the center of the image.  To do this we select the remove mode for the rectangular selection tool.  We then click on 2045, 2045 and drag the cursor to 55,55 where we release it.  We will be left with a thin selection that is 50 pixels inside the image border and 5 pixels wide.  Use the flood fill tool to fill it with any color you wish.  To complete the inner border, choose select none from the selections menu.
The rest of the process is much simpler.  Go to the Image menu and choose add borders.  In the dialog box make all sides 5 pixels and use the same color as the inner border on the image.  Click OK and you will have the double border in place.
The process is completed with the Canvas Size adjustment from the Image menu.  The canvas size should be 2400 x 3000 pixels or 8x10 inches at 300 pixels per inch.  Choose a color for the outer border and the orientation of the canvas.  You may also offset the image position within the canvas by altering the number of pixels in the dialog box.  Click OK and you should have the desired result.
