SWEETIE PIE – Feral mama cat (with no sign of kittens) was being fed by Liz Chadek was missing for a few days. With the aid of a video recorder, the cat was seen with a dangling leg three days later.  She had been shot with a 22 cal.  In Pierce County, it is NOT against the law to shoot a cat or dog in your yard.  Same in King County.  Not sure if it must pose a threat.  A neighbor of the Chadek’s is suspect.   Pasado has put out a $500.00 reward (though most rewards don’t help as proof is needed per Dana).  Sweetie Pie’s leg had to be amputated.  Purdy Veterinary Hospital discounted the surgery from $1200 to $600.  To date, $500 is still needed.  Kim Morgan (vet tech) is caring for Sweetie Pie until she recuperates.  All donations are appreciated.  Tell your friends.  Checks can be made out to “Purdy Vet”.
MORE DEPENDABLE VOLUNTEERS NEEDED – We need to do a call out to our signed up volunteers.  Bake sales have been canceled due to lack of volunteers.  Doreen had to throw out 8 lbs of peanut brittle.  (NOTE: Dana noted that if we bring any of the baked goods to the KHS, and they will be certainly be sold!)  Dana also suggested we look for volunteers in senior centers.  She will add a call for volunteers in next month’s KHS “SCOOP”.  …WHICH MEANS WE NEED MORE PR - We can beg for volunteers on Twitter, Facebook, MySpace, www.volunteermatch.com , etc.  Newspapers and TV are also a consideration.  BKAT (Bremerton Kitsap Action TV) charges #350 for a 30 second commercial.  We could get some video clips made for free by the local colleges that offer media classes.  (e.g., 10 minute video from ACA).
MORE INFO & PR - Tara passed out business cards to all to give to people.  No point of contact is currently on the card, however they can check the website and leave an email.  Per Dana, we must put a disclaimer on the website that at this time we do not currently have our 501(c)3, but it is pending. A comment can be added that “though your generous gift is currently not tax deductable, we appreciate that it comes from the heart”.  Still need a logo & PayPal set up.

BUDGET NEEDED TO COMPLETE 50(c)3 – There will be a meeting on Thursday night to get a budget together at Shelly’s house in Port Orchard.  Ann Marie has business budget experience and will help out.  This is our top priority to complete to achieve our not-for-profit status.  Most of the paperwork is completed.  We currently have $2,680 in our account.
NEW PROGRAMS – 1 day per month for surgeries from KHS.  18 (max) cats.  Dr. G currently works in a tiny spot as surgical area is very limited.  Trailer in parking lot has been awaiting permits for 8 months from Kitsap County.  Once permits are received, animal control can move out there (with dispatch) and the area they are currently occupying can be remodeled to expand the surgical suite allowing for two veterinary surgeons to work allowing for surgery every day.

KHS is heading up a new coalition involving many other organizations including tribes.  KSNC will eventually be involved.

VOUCHER – Contact Tara; require vaccines up to date.  (Neuters only) Includes pain meds, “satellite” collar / Bremerton Animal Hospital.  (PETCO has low cost pet vaccines.) WA state low income is restricted by law.  KHS has done over 1,000 low cost spay/neuters this year.

YEAR OF THE CAT 2010 - Our goal is to lower the feral cat euthanasia rate at KHS.  Shawn Compton has approached Shelly to work with KHS to help with this project.  He would like Linda Dennis to be heavily involved.  Combine this with Spay Day 2010.
