· We helped to get 574 animals spayed/neutered for the month of February. Most of the feedback from the participating vets was good. Some said we need to get word out sooner.
· Talked about what we should do for next year’s Spay Day: Set an amount for spays & neuters that vets have to follow, see if we can have some television appearances to get the word out.
· There are a few events we’ll be planning for: 
1. April 11th: Easter bake sale. Trying to see if we can have it at the Wal-Mart in Bremerton again.
