LAURINBURG COMMUNITY GARDEN LICENSE AGREEMENT

1. This agreement is between the Community Garden Group and ________________________________ (your name), for the 2010 season, March 11, 2010 – February 1, 2011.

2. The purpose of this agreement is to provide garden plots for those in the Laurinburg Community. Each plot will be 25’ by (20’ or 22’ or 36’ or 45’).  The rental fee for a season will be $30, $32, $35, $45 or $50.  Plots can be shared with other families and a representative of each family should complete an application. 
3. Tools are available in the community tool trailer for everyone’s use including a tiller, wheel barrows and various hand tools.  If you use any of these items, please take care of them and replace them before you leave.   
4. Fertilizer and insecticide will also need to be provided by the lessee and approved by the Garden Manager.
5. No herbicides will be allowed!  Must hoe and mulch for weed and grass control.
6. Picnic tables with canopy for shelter, fellowship and for temporary storage of excess produce.

7. Each garden plot holder must contribute at least 10% of their produce to the Community Garden produce charity.
8. No plot can be gardened until payment of fees and a signed agreement is received an approved. No exceptions.

9. Water will be provided using a spigots or drip irrigation system on a timer basis for conservation controlled by the garden committee only.  
10. We will plow, lime, till and stake-off your plot for you.  

11. We will also provide mulch for weed control and for walkways as needed from a convenient location on-site.

12. Each gardener agrees to use the plot and tools at his own risk and agrees to hold the Community Garden Group and the Laurinburg Presbyterian Church harmless from any injury and damage.  Gardeners must be 16 years of age and have supervision to use the power tools.  Proper shoes and safety equipment are required.
13. This license may be revoked by Garden Group at any time. 
14. Gardeners must clean their plot of any ground cover, stakes, cages or other non-biodegradable materials before the end of the season so we can prepare for next year.
