he Pullman Commu-
nity on Chicago’s 
south side is a popu-
lar tourist attraction 

that provides one of the best 
examples of a 19th-century com-
pany town still in existence. 
History textbooks depict the 
town as the epicenter of a major 
strike that forever changed labor 
relations in America. With so 
much historical documentation 
and intact architecture, what can 
historical archaeology contrib-
ute? 
 
 

Rediscovering a lost utopia with 
Dr. Jane Eva Baxter 
Archaeology and Industry: Collaborative Archaeology  at the 
Pullman Community, Chicago, Illinois 

Under the direction of Dr. Jane Eva Bax-
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UNCOVERING ANCIENT ST. LOUIS  
 
In August the �D�p�e�f�y was contacted by 
Mark Leach , a director in the Missouri 
Archaeological Society. Mark shared infor-
mation that work was almost complete on a 
pilot program for the National Geographic 
Society (NGC), Uncovering Ancient St. 
Louis. 
 
The pilot has been completed and can be 
viewed on the Archaeology Channel, 
http://www.archaeologychannel.org/
content/videoguide.asp, The pilot is an 
excellent survey of ancient North Ameri-
can archaeology and especially that of pre-
Columbian St. Louis. 
 
Tragically most of the archaeology, great 
mounds and pyramids, part of the surviv-
ing grand Cahokian center east of the Mis-
sissippi has been destroyed, with barely 
any records of their existence, all has been 
lost beneath the city. 
 
Nonetheless Mark Leach’s documentary is 
exceptional. We can hope that NGC recog-
nizes the quality and especially the view-
ability of Uncovering Ancient St. Louis as 
a pilot that will be the first of a grand new 
series of North American Archaeology. 
 
Late in July Mark Leach called the Codex 
to alert the CAS of the project and the St. 
Louis pilot. Mr. Leach was optimistic and 
positive regarding the pilot’s success and 
approval and he indicated plans for his 
next project, Uncovering Ancient Chi-
cago. 
 
His primary purpose in contacting the CAS 
was to ask if we could help in the project. I 
quickly volunteered our resources and the  
assistance of CAS member and advisor Ed 
Lace. 
 
For now our members can view the pilot 
and send their comments to Mr. Mark

What is it? 
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ter DePaul University is studying vari-
ous sites across the town’s landscape in 
order to reconstruct what daily life was 
really like for Pullman residents during 
the 19th and early 20th centuries. Be-
cause of close collaboration with com-
munity groups and individual commu-
nity members, a more detailed and vi-
brant history of the community is 
emerging. To date, archaeology has 
occurred at the factory, hotel, the 
“carriage house,” and the site of the 
former arcade building. 
 
Now the Pullman community and site is 
something of a cross between a lower 
middle class neighborhood, and a pre-
served historical district. It is a living 
neighborhood that was originally a 
separate city built by the Pullman Com-
pany.  
 
The visitor to Pullman recognizes the 
striking uniformity of the houses, quaint 
and charming as they are, with central 
heating, clean running water and the 
city grounds cared for by the company; 
they were to be a workers paradise. 
Was George M Pullman motivated by 
the golden rule or Adam Smith? We 
don’t know. 
During the economic panic of 1893 
demand and revenue for luxurious Pull-
mans dropped but the company didn’t

lower the worker’s  rental. A violent 
wildcat strike erupted in 1894 that be-
came nationwide with the subsequent 
intervention of federal troops in Chi-

cago and, thirteen 
strikers were 
killed. In 1898 
Pullman was di-
vested of its non-
industrial hold-
ings and Pullman 
was annexed by 
Chicago. 
 
George M. Pull-
man’s utopian 
experiment lasted 
a mere 18 years,, 
but most of the 
neighborhood 
remained intact 
for more than a 
century — until 
the landmark 
Pullman Works 
administration

building and its 12-story clock tower

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arry Conrad’s incisive presenta-
tion at the premier of the CAS 
2009 – 2010 program season, 
September 27, 2009, brought 

members a few steps closer to understand-
ing the Jersey Bluff culture. He acknowl-
edged that his presentation was really a 

dual presentation by Mr. Kenneth Farns-
worth, Senior Research Editor for the Illi-
nois Transportation Archaeological Project 
(ITARP), and himself. Because Farnsworth 
is one of the most knowledgeable experts 
on the very hazy culture and we are in-
debted to him for helping to define the 
significance of the culture. 
 
A Certificate of Appreciation is on its way 
to Kenneth Farnsworth. 

 
Recovering an intelligible understanding is 
challenged by a number of circumstances. 
 
The rarity of systematic research on the 
Jersey Bluff sites limits the amounts of 
relative data and finds recovered. Further-
more much of the earlier archaeological 
exploration was carried out by lay archae-
ologists at a time when scientific archae-
ology was in its early stages and  the finds 
were often disturbed. 
 
One of the few “scholarly” excavations on 
a major early Jersey Bluff Village was 
done in a manner that precluded the 
use of the results. 
 
The problems of incomplete re-
cords was further compounded by 
non-professional handling of finds 
which were too often regarded as 
personal property to be disposed of 
as seen fit, i. e. sold, given away, 
even lost! 
 
In the absence of research in the 
foreseeable future the tantalizing story of 
these people must be reconstructed from a 
veritable paucity of archaeological finds. 
 
Quite clearly the Jersey Bluff people were 
skilled and artistic, a claim easily sup-

ported by the delightful, if enigmatic, Tit-
terington Human Effigy Pipe. (See Codex 
V 17, N7). 
 
The Titterington Human Effigy Pipe was 
the page 1 challenge of this Codex. An 
expanded view of the pipe as displayed to 
CAS members at the end of the meeting is 
shown elsewhere on this page — unfortu-
nately photos do not fully reveal the pipe’s 
details. 
 
The CAS achieved something of a first by 
prevailing upon Conrad, and his good of-
fices, to display the Effigy Pipe at a CAS 

meeting. At present, there are no plans for 
future exhibitions of the Effigy Pipe of 
which the Upper Mississippi Valley Ar-
chaeological Research Foundation is the 
custodian. 
 
In the summer of 1931 Paul f. Titterington, 
M.D., excavated the spectacular human 
effigy pipe (see site photo elsewhere on the 
page) from a mound context in Jersey 
County, Illinois. Titterington coined the 
term Jersey Bluff for the people who built 
the mound, probably in the 10th Century of 
the Common Era. 
 
There was an early relationship with the 
early Mississippians in the American Bot-
tom. Almost 80 years have passed since 
the initial discovery without subsequent 
and equal finds. 
 
Conrad believes the subject has a medicine 
bag on his chest and that he is carrying a

efore and since his exhilarating 
presentation before the Chicago 
Archaeological Society on April 
26, 2009, the Codex, sparked by 

the Discovery Channel presentation of  
Egypt’s New Tomb Revealed prevailed 
upon Dr. Otto Schaden to make that pres-
entation. Subsequently we have closely 
followed his archaeological exploration of 
KV-63. 
 
Most recently Dr Schaden has reported: 
         
During this past spring and summer, a 
variety of reports on our work have be-
come available in recent issues of KMT 
and other journals. With some of the imme-
diate publications now completed, the pro-
posal and security documentation for the 
2010 season is the next order of business.   
 
        Funding will be a key item this sea-
son.  Almost all of the funds at hand are 
surplus from last season.  The Fayrouz 
Hotel costs were such that we were able to 

support the large staff and still have some 
funds remaining.  We will have a much 
smaller staff in 2010 now that we are fully 
in a “study season” mode   --- continuing 
work of the coffins and also some very spe-
cialized studies and tasks associated with 
ceramics, the unbaked clay trays, impres-
sions, samples (for testing) and the like. In 
our various reports, we have tried to con-
vey the wide range and quantity of the arti-
facts which were stashed into this small 
single chambered tomb. 
 
       Even with a reduced staff, we will have 
need for a small gang of local workmen led 
by our reis (foreman or field director), 
Nubi abd el-Basit.  Our present surplus 
funds will cover many of our needs, but we 
issue this call in the hopes of raising some 
additional funds before the end of this cal-
endar year. 
 
       The Supreme Council of Antiquities 
(SCA) will be hosting a conference on 
“The Valley of the Kings Since Carter” in 

Luxor during early November of this year.  
My presentation will be entitled “The West 
Valley and Amenmesse Projects (1971-
2009).”   
 
       For the remaining months of 2009, we 
will concentrate on that KV conference 
and then on schedules and budget consid-
erations for the 2010 season. As our plans 
are worked out, we will try to issue at least 
one more Update after the KV conference 
is over and we have pretty much worked 
out schedules for the upcoming 2010 sea-
son. 
 
The video, Egypt’s New Tomb Re-
vealed , that brought Dr. Schaden’s 
archaeological work to the attention of 
a large audience, premiered on the 
Discovery Channel in 2006 and more 
recently, in 2009, the Science Channel 
presented Egypt’s Mystery Chamber, 
an updating of Egypt's New Tomb 
Revealed  and is available from Ama-
zon but the latter has not been re-
leased.
