Lango Foreign Languages for Kids – Overview
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Lango Foreign Languages for Kids is a curriculum developed by Intrax Cultural Exchange Programs based in San Francisco.  Intrax has been serving families for 30 years, providing cultural exchange opportunities in 80 countries to more than 30,000 kids each year.  Intrax developed Lango with the belief that every child should learn a second language.  The play-based curriculum is based on several proven approaches to teaching a second language: Total Physical Response, The Rassias Method, the Theory of Multiple Intelligences and full immersion. Lango’s unique method of teaching kids new languages is called Adventure Learning© and ensures that in every class, students are given many different ways to acquire the target language.
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Length of class:  45 minutes

Languages:  Spanish, Mandarin and French

Class size:  Minimum 4 kids, Maximum 10 kids

Frequency:  Optimum is to meet 2x/week, but can be 1x/week

Ages:  18 months – 9 years.  Best if divided:  

· 18 mos. – 3 years (w/caregiver for very young or not potty trained)

· 3 – 5 years 

· 5 – 9 years

Class structure:  Curriculum based on play.  Kids sing, dance, play games, have challenges, listen to stories and do art activities during each class.

Classroom setting:  No desks or chairs, open space – preferably with rug to sit on when reading and playing games on floor.
Lango teaching materials:  4 seasons of Lango custom books, each with 10 chapters; flashcards for Fall/Winter and Spring Summer; custom CD with 14 songs (Spanish only); 43 weeks of curriculum; in-class handouts; laminated images and caregiver or teacher cheat sheets for tot classes.
Teaching aids:  Colored balls, hoops, parachute, cones, stuffed zoo animals, art supplies, clothing examples like jacket, mittens, scarf, hat, boots, etc.

Modular lesson plans:  Each class is divided in short segments  5-8 minutes in length, flow is slow and fast, up and down – children move through song or dance, then rest with a story then  move with a game or challenge, then rest with an art activity.  Segments can be added or deleted as needed to accommodate time or children’s needs.
Class applications:  Modular lessons plans, minimal classroom space requirements and fun curriculum means that the classes can be adapted to many applications including:
· Part of an after school program

· Part of a pre-school or head start program

· A segment during a summer camp program
