History:

The “We Surround Them" movement all began due to a caller, on the Glen Beck radio program, mentioning their love of our history, country, and purpose while feeling all alone. We are not alone and Beck set out to prove it as much to himself as to the rest of us. He developed a list of nine core principles and 12 values he felt embraced our foundation. He then published them on his website and asked anyone who could agree with 7 of the 9 principles to send in their pictures. He was flooded with photos and testimonies. The next step he challenged people to organize a viewing event on Mar 13th for his live telecast on FOX NEWS to, as a group, discuss these principles and values. We toke up this challenge and on that date we had an estimated 140 average concerned citizens come together from Lexington, Hopkinsville, Richmond, Nicholasville, Georgetown, Stamping Ground, Frankfort, Harrodsburg, Danville, Louisville, and even as far as way them Huntington WV to meet, discuss, vent, and work on the foundation to take back our country.  

This was the start of a true grass roots movement based on the 9 principles and 12 values (the 9/12) and to bring us back to the people we were September 12th 2001.  This was the beginning of the 9/12 project. The day after America was attacked we were not obsessed with Red States, Blue States or political parties. We were united as Americans, standing together to protect the greatest nation ever created.

This is a non-political movement made up of average people like you and me.  Home schoolers, soccer coaches, grandparents, new parents, small business owners, and concerned citizens.  These are average Joes with the same feeling in the pit of their stomach you have that made a commitment to our country and are hoping to foster an idea.  An idea based on values, a movement founded on principles, and a feeling of unity and pride we felt on 9/12.
