Sept. 30

· Gerry Purcell, 2010 candidate for GA Insurance Commissioner spoke at our meeting.  This is a very important position in GA.

· GA has the second highest health insurance taxes in the nation.  Taxes paid do not necessarily get redirected back to healthcare.  Books have not been audited in decades.

· Gerry Purcell wants to redirect healthcare dollars back to healthcare, reduce healthcare taxes, and audit the books.  He believes in term limits (2).  His experience in the private insurance industry qualify him for this position.

If the act gets on the ballot and does not pass, state senators Chip Rogers and Judson Hill will be asked to write legislation with similar wording, and we will have the database to show our own reps this is supported statewide.

· “We Surround Paul Broun”-postcards sent to thank Congressman Broun for speaking with boldness in opposition to TARP, Omnibus, stimulus, etc.

· Rep. Broun, whose district is based in Athens, called BHO a Marxist prior to the 2008 elections and has been paying the price in 2009 for not retracting in the form of HCAN/Organizing for American/SEIU thugs from out of state showing up at his town hall meetings, etc.
