Resolution Supporting the Elimination of Property Taxes

WHEREAS the property tax requires a home owner to rent their land from the government for the entire life of the property;

WHEREAS the property tax appraisal system is complicated, frustrating, inefficient, and expensive to administer at both the local and state level;

WHEREAS with the current 10% appraisal cap, property taxes can double in Texas every eight years;

WHEREAS the property tax is the primary method for financing public schools and the Texas Supreme Court in 2006 said “the defects in the public school finance system expose the system to constitutional challenge.  They will repeat until the system is overhauled”; and 

WHEREAS replacing the local property tax with the consumption tax would boost the state economy and eliminate the administration and complication of the property tax system; therefore be it 

RESOLVED that the Republican Party of Texas supports the elimination of the property tax in Texas; and be it further 

RESOLVED that any expansion of the sales tax revenue in Texas should be put towards the elimination of the property tax and not towards the expansion of government programs.
