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Ever seen two children quarreling
over a toy? Such squabbles had
been commonplace in Katherine
Hussman Klemp’s household. But
in the Sesame Street Parent’s
Guide she tells how she created
peace in her family of eight
children by assigning property
rights to toys. As a young mother,
Klemp often brought home games
and toys from garage sales. “I
rarely matched a particular item
with a particular child,” she says.
“Upon reflection, | could see how
the fuzziness of ownership easily
led to arguments. If everything
belonged to everyone, then each
child felt he had a right to use
anything.” To solve the problem,
Klemp introduced two simple
rules: First, never bring anything
Into the house without assigning
clear ownership to one child. The
owner has ultimate authority over
the use of the property. Second,
the owner is not required to share.
Before the rules were in place,
Klemp recalls, “I suspected that
much of the drama often centered
less on who got the item in dispute
and more on whom Mom would
side with.” Now, property rights,
not parents, settle the arguments.
Instead of teaching selfishness,
the introduction of property rights

actually promoted sharing. The
children were secure in their
ownership and knew they could
always get their toys back. Adds
Klemp, “Sharing’ raised their self-
esteem to see themselves as
generous persons.” Not only do
her children value their own
property rights, but also they
extend that respect to the property
of others. “Rarely do our children
use each other’s things without
asking first, and they respect a
‘No’ when they get one. Best of all,
when someone who has every
right to say ‘No’ to a request says
‘Yes,’ the borrower sees the gift for
what it is and says ‘Thanks’ more
often than not,” says Klemp.

What is the Hegelian Dialectic?

Introduction: Why study Hegel?

"...the State 'has the supreme right against the individual, whose supreme duty is to be a member of the State... for the
right of the world spirit is above all special privileges.™ Author/historian William Shirer, quoting Georg Hegel in his The
Rise and Fall of the Third Reich (1959, page 144)

In 1847 the London Communist League (Karl Marx and Frederick Engels) used Hegel's theory of the dialectic to back
up their economic theory of communism. Now, in the 21st century, Hegelian-Marxist thinking affects our entire social
and political structure. The Hegelian dialectic is the framework for guiding our thoughts and actions into conflicts that
lead us to a predetermined solution. If we do not understand how the Hegelian dialectic shapes our perceptions of the
world, then we do not know how we are helping to implement the vision. When we remain locked into dialectical
thinking, we cannot see out of the box.

Hegel's dialectic is the tool which manipulates us into a frenzied circular pattern of thought and action. Every time we
fight for or defend against an ideology we are playing a necessary role in Marx and Engels' grand design to advance
humanity into a dictatorship of the proletariat. The synthetic Hegelian solution to all these conflicts can't be introduced
unless we all take a side that will advance the agenda. The Marxist's global agenda is moving along at breakneck
speed. The only way to completely stop the privacy invasions, expanding domestic police powers, land grabs, insane
wars against inanimate objects (and transient verbs), covert actions, and outright assaults on individual liberty, is to
step outside the dialectic. This releases us fromt  he limitations of controlled and guided thought.

When we understand what motivated Hegel, we can see his influence on all of our destinies. ... Hegelian conflicts
steer every political arena on the planet, from the United Nations to the major American political parties, all the way
down to local school boards and community councils. Dialogues and consensus-building are primary tools of the
dialectic , and terror and intimidation are also acceptable formats for obtaining the goal. The ultimate Third Way
agenda is world government. Once we get what's really going on, we can cut the strings and move our lives in original
directions outside the confines of the dialectical madness. Focusing on Hegel's and Engel's ultimate agenda, and
avoiding getting caught up in their impenetrable theories of social evolution, gives us the opportunity to think and act
our way toward freedom, justice, and genuine liberty for all.

Today the dialectic is active in every political issue that encourages taking sides. We can see it in environmentalists
instigating conflicts against private property owners, in democrats against republicans, in greens against libertarians,
in communists against socialists, in neo-cons against traditional conservatives, in community activists against
individuals, in pro-choice versus pro-life, in Christians against Muslims, in isolationists versus interventionists, in peace
activists against war hawks. No matter what the issue, the invisible dialectic aims to control both the conflict and the
resolution of differences, and leads everyone involved into a new cycle of conflicts.

This masterwork is much more than a refutation of the economics of socialism (although on that
front, nothing else compares). It is also a critique of the entire intellectual apparatus that
accompanies the socialist idea, including the implicit religious doctrines behind Western
socialist thinking, a cultural critique of socialist teaching on sex and marriage, an refutation of
syndicalism and corporatism, an examination of the implications of radical human inequality, an
attack on war socialism, and refutation of collectivist methodology.

In short, Mises set out to refute socialism, and instead pulled up the socialist mentality from its
very roots. For that reason, Socialism led dozens of famous intellectuals, including a young F.A.
Hayek, into a crisis of faith and a realist/libertarian political orientation. All the collectivist
literature combined cannot equal the intellectual achievement of this one volume.

It is often said that all scientific inquiry concerning Socialism is useless, because none but the
comparatively small number of people who are able to follow scientific trains of thought can
understand it. For the masses, it is said, they will always remain incomprehensible. To the
masses the catchwords of Socialism sound enticing and the people impetuously desire Socialism
because in their infatuation they expect it to bring full salvation and satisfy their longing for
revenge. And so they will continue to work for Socialism, helping thereby to bring about the
inevitable decline of the civilization which the nations of the West have taken thousands of
years to build up. And so we must inevitably drift on to chaos and misery, the darkness of
barbarism and annihilation.

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The First Report on Public Credit by Alexander Hamiton

(1789)

Alexander Hamilton (1755-1804) plunged into reviolo&ry action
soon after his arrival in New York from the Westligs in 1773. He
served in the Continental Army and then in the €defation Congress.
Never happy with the Articles of Confederation Wees an early
proponent of constitutional reform. A firm advocafea strong, even
aristocratic, centralized government, he parti@gan the
Constitutional Convention, wrote many of The Felisrassays that
promoted the new constitution, and helped pushutiitoatification in
New York. Washington rewarded his intelligent, ey&tic ex-aide-de-
camp by appointing him the first Secretary of theted States
Treasury. Hamilton embraced the challenge and ¢ppity to create a
financial and economic program for the young natMost of his
proposals were not innovations unique to the Urfddes; he borrowed
readily from European and especially English preagsion such
revenue methods as tariffs and excise taxes. HamiBs, however,
iInnovative in how he pieced together his policy Aod he planned to
implement it. The secretary submitted a seriegpbrts to Congress
that outlined what has been called the Hamiltopiagram: the First
Report on the Public Credit, January 1790; the SB@¢teport on Public
Credit and the Report on a National Bank in Deceml@®0; the Report
on the Establishment of a Mint in January 1791; thiedReport on
Manufactures in December 1791. After debate ancesmmendment, all
but the last one were adopted.

Persuaded as the Secretary is, that the propeinfyofithe present debt, will
render it a national blessing: Yet he is so fanflacceding to the position, in the
latitude in which it is sometimes laid down, thptiblic debts are public
benefits,” a position inviting to prodigality, atidble to dangerous abuse,—that
he ardently wishes to see it incorporated, as ddmental maxim, in the system
of public credit of the United States, that theatien of debt should always be
accompanied with the means of extinguishment. fisegards as the true secret
for rendering public credit immortal. And he presanthat it is difficult to
conceive a situation, in which there may not badmerence to the maxim. At
least he feels an unfeigned solicitude, that thay ve attempted by the United
States, and that they may commence their measardsef establishment of
credit, with the observance of it.

So says Illinois Congresswoman Jan Schakowsky who says we don't understand how
Social Security works or understand why we need to raise the debt ceiling. Well, having spent the better part
of the last two years with you folks, I believe you do understand and it is the politicians in Washington who
don't understand.

I thought it important with the rhetoric flying hot and heavy from both sides, to take a moment to deliver
one thing the mainstream media won't, the facts! So here they are:

Federal Debt

1) The current Federal Debt Level according to the US Debt clock as I type this is $14,512,875,356,119.00
The National Debt when Obama took office was $10.626 Trillion dollars. It has increased by $3.886 Trillion
in the thirty months since Obama has been in office for an average of $129.53 Billion a month.

Federal Spending
