Texas Liberty Campaign (TxLC), Procedures for forming a region.

1. The process for forming a TxLC region shall always begin at the individual county level.

2. TxLC member(s) in an individual county who would like their county to form or participate in a region, should attempt to schedule a Region Formation Meeting (RFM) of all TxLC members in their county.

3. When the date, time and location for a RFM have been set, that information should be communicated to the TxLC Standing Membership Committee (SMC) as soon as possible.

4. The member(s) organizing a RFM are responsible for communicating the date, time and location to other TxLC members in the county.

5. If the SMC deems that the interest in the county for forming a region is sufficient, then they will also attempt to communicate the date, time and location for the RFM to all TxLC members in the county.

6. If the member(s) organizing a RFM would like TxLC members from adjacent counties to participate in the RFM, then it is their responsibility to contact TxLC members in those counties to attempt to generate interest for the RFM.  Then individual members in the adjacent counties can, if they desire, begin the above process by joining the RFM that is already scheduled or by attempting to schedule a RFM in their own county.

7. A member of the SMC that does not have an interest in the proposed region will attend the RFM to administer the ballot(s) and tabulate the results.

Please keep the following requirements under consideration.

1. A proposed region must be approved by a majority of the members in each county in question, regardless of how many members attend the Region Formation Meeting (RFM).

2. All counties in a Region must share a geographic border with at least one other county in their Region, unless an exception is granted by the board.

3. Each county may be associated with only one Region.

4. There must be a discrete paper record for each vote regarding the formation of a Region.
