     Tanya has been tenaciously 
making her way through the 
reader after staring at the 

book on her desk since it was 
released in November of last 
year. 

     It almost seemed like she 
and the picture of Samuel 
Clemens (Twainõs given name) 
on the cover were engaged in a 
staring contest.  Twain self im-
posed a 100 year ban on the 
publication of what is being 
printed as a three volume auto-
biography allegedly explaining 
that he wanted to avoid scru-
tiny of any one living in his 
lifetime.   
     Twain worked on the me-
andering recounting of his ex-
periences for over 30 years and 

it 

may take 30 years for many 
people to get through the 
complete set of publica-
tions but Tanya is treating 
is like a daily devotional 
reading one page at a time. 

    Now that she has waded 
though most of the com-
mentary she is enjoying the  
original words of Mark 
Twain but this is not light 
reading!

Working from 

bold strokes to more de-

tailed touches she chris-

tened the finished piece 

with a blue heron perched 

near the 

middle 

of the 

river.

Heron 

are 

com-

mon in 

the Rap-

pahannock 

waters 

around Fredericksburg 

especially in spring when 

the Shad (a fish) are run-

ning and Tanya enjoys 

seeing them as she drives 

into town across the Fal-

mouth bridge.  This heron 

was inspired by a particu-

larly interesting bird she 

enjoyed watching from 

the dining room at Tru 

Luvôs.

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   There were no portraits of Mary 
ball Washington created during 
her lifetime and few renderings of 
this mother of America since. 

    She stopped George from en-
tering the British Navy, raised  7 
children on her own in a time 
when most widows  remarried and 
was said to be able to trim a sale 
with the best of them. 

     Mary Washington was an avid 
Torrey who urged her son to give 
up the foolish American rebellion  
making her importance as a revo-
lutionary woman a bit ironic. 

     Here is Fredericksburg Mary 
Washingtonõs legacy is part of 
daily life.  Our hospital, our uni-
versity , and even a sandwich at 
the Virginia Deli honor her name 

but despite  being able to visit her 
house on Princess Anne Street it 
was hard to visualize this strong 
woman. 

      When artist Tanya Richey was 
engaged by Linda Freeman at the 

Virginia Deli to paint an outdoor 
art  

panel to replace an unsightly  utili-
tarian board they first imaged a 
simple decorative panel.    

      Tanya began looking around 
town at the existing murals and 
outdoor art where she saw male 
soldiers and a bicycling man and 
began to notice the lack of 
women.  The  Virginia Deli al-
ready had a standing cutout of 
George Washington and  then his 
mother Mary began to emerge on 
the board Tanya had begun to 
paint. 

    The panel was installed July 
7th, 2011 and an informational 
plaque will be placed in Septem-
ber.
