    Tanya envisioned what 
it would be like as Mary 
walked  between the 
houses and that Betty 
would come out to greet 
her. 

     On the particular day 
depicted in this painting 
Martha, George’s wife, is 
down visiting from Mount 
Vernon. 

    In Washington’s Women 

George's mother, sister 
and wife chat while 
Charles looks on. 

    Washington never 
stayed with his mother’s  
visiting Fredericksburg.  
He usually stayed at Ken-
more or sometimes Ferry 
Farms. 

    Today the path Mary 
used to walk no longer 
exists and artist Tanya 

Richey points out 
that she is taking ar-
tistic liberties in this 
paintings bridging 
past and present in 
her imagination as 
she envisioned a 
scene that very well 
could have taken 
place on any spring 
day.

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What are Rolling Roads 

If you think that the rolling 
roads of Fredericksburg refer 
to their topography, like roll-
ing hills, you are just left of 
the true reason streets such 
as Warrenton Road, Rt 17, 
were called rolling roads. 

In the earlier days of F’burg 
large schooners and mer-
chant ships sailed in and out 
of the F’burg dock and local 
plantations such as Ferry 
Farms and Chatham sailing 

straight to England, New 
York and the Bahamas. 

     Virginia tobacco and 
other goods were often pack-
aged in round barrels or kegs 
called hogsheads and these 
barrels were rolled down the 
roads to the docks for load-
ing hence the downhill roads 
leading to the Rappahannock 
River docks were called 
“rolling roads”!

     Embraced by pop culture 
artists like Andy Warhol acrylics 
have been stereo typed as and 
loud and gaudy in comparison 
to oils which requires the use of 
caustic chemicals like as turpen-
tine and Lind seed oil.       

   Advancements in acrylic 

paints, which are healthier for 
the artist, allow a skilled painter 
to achieve the same lustrous, 
rich and satin look for which 
oils were once coveted.  Faster 
drying times can be retarded and  
the plastic look that  used to 
distinguish acrylics from oils is 
now optional.   

   During the Renaissance oil 
paints were the new medium on 
the pallet and they were received 
by many just as acrylics have 
been in modern times!   

     For years oils were the stan-
dard of “serious” artists and 
there are loyalists who cling to 
the idea that acrylics are some-
how less legitimate than oils 
however, a growing number of 
established artists have set their 
oil palettes aside for health and 
other reasons.
