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RIDE COORDINATOR DUTIES

A Ride Coordinator is our club’s point person for a scheduled ride. The coordinator’s name is published on the ride details found on the club’s website. All riders must follow the Ride Coordinator’s instructions.
1. Shows-up at the scheduled ride at least 15 minutes prior to the start time.
2. Starts the ride at the designated “wheels-down” time. 
3. Introduces new riders to the group.

4. Asks an experienced rider to stay with and assist new rider(s). 

5. Gives a safety briefing to all riders prior to the ride start.    
· Emergency cell phone numbers
· Safety equipment – helmets, lights (if needed), etc.
· Known hazards along the route
· Rest stop & "Rally Points"
· What to do if a rider gets lost / separated from the group
6. Briefs riders on established hand signals, proper ride etiquette and bicycle rules of the road. 

7. Provides route maps (if available) or explains the route to all riders prior to the ride start.

8. Takes a head count of all riders. 
9. Appoints a rider as the designated Ride Sweep (last bike in group) to assure that all riders are accounted for at the end of the ride.

10. Asks riders to let him/her know if they breakaway from the group.

11. Ensures that designated rally points along the route are clearly explained to each rider. Riders will stop at these points and re-group so that no rider is left behind. 
12. Maintains the ride pace to assure the group is cycling at an enjoyable pace and no cyclist is left behind.

13. Assists riders in fixing flats and in repairing other mechanical problems. 

14. Remains at the ride finish location until all riders have returned and/or are accounted for.
