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Frequently Asked Questions
Do you have to be a good golfer?

No, just a good person.  Our average handicap is 25, so for every 15 handicapper, there’ a 35 handicapper.  We encourage beginners to join because learning the game of golf with friends is not as intimidating, and we’ve all been there, done that.  We want members to be excellent at golf etiquette, play well enough to enjoy themselves, and have fun.  Golf is a ‘game for life’.  
Who can Join?
Single People - by our definition, is anyone who has never married –OR- is legally separated – OR- is divorced –OR- is widowed….in other words - not married!
How often does the club play golf?

During the season, we play 9nDine on Friday nights every week from mid-May to Labor Day.  We play an 18 hole event on Saturday or Sunday every week from mid-May to the end of September with one weekend off per month.  We try to have at least 1 overnight event.

Where does the club play golf?

TCSG uses a number of local courses, including municipal, private and semi-private clubs.  For example, we have played at: Willinger’s, Stoneridge, Sawmill, Mississippi National, Island View, Oak Marsh, Greenhaven, Clifton Highlands, Troy Burne, Stonebrooke, Majestic Oaks, Riverwood, Tartan Park, and others.

Is anyone in the club my age? 

Our members vary in age from 35–70.  Our best guess is the median age is about 50-55.  People of all ages are welcome, so please come and check us out.  If you love to play golf with fun, lively people, we may be the club for you.  We love to play golf and hope you do too.

How much does it cost and what do I get for my dues?

Annual dues are $30.  As a non-profit organization, we keep our expenses at a minimum, so your cost is as low as possible.  As a member, all of your Friday night 9 hole and Saturday/Sunday 18 hole, and weekend golf outings are arranged.  All you have to do is signup online in advance.  Several events offer games and prizes, all are followed by a pre-arranged dinner social.  Additionally, the club sponsored numerous other social events in the off season – End of Year banquet, Christmas party, Spring Kick-off, and other social activity events.  What more could you want?  Please let us know!
Do you provide golf lessons for the members?

Yes.  Every year we explore opportunities to offer discount group lessons at various times throughout the year and we have frequently partnered with a variety of golf instructors who offer our members discounted golf lessons.

What do you do at your membership meetings?

We have monthly social mingles semi-monthly during the winter and monthly during the summer.  We frequently have an activity planned, or sometimes we just meet for dinner and visit.  This is a great time for new people to check us out, signup, or just get our golf season information. 

And the number 1 question is…..What is the ratio of men to women?

Although we don’t have an exact statistics, as our membership changes all the time, we estimate the split is pretty darn even, leaning a little toward a few more women, like 51%  women and 49% men.   Come meet us and find out!
