· Go to meetup.com and start or take over an existing one
· If you go to site fill everything out then stop and wait a week = 50% off
· Pick as many categories as meetup allows, treat description like SEO make it keyword rich.

· Before I started I networked for 4 months
· Created V from the VCP formula
· 1st meetup had over 100
· When an organizer steps down you can take it over, as an organizer you can run 3 meetups under 1 account.
· Resets 1 year subscription

- Tips and tricks when scheduling a meetup (Best Practices, what works and what doesn't)
· Use free venues (Ceili’s Irish Pub, Caprice, Network Hub)
· Joint venture with other organizers
· Don’t charge to begin
· Add value, take your eyes off of yourself
· I have mostly done mine Tuesday, Wednesday or Thursday
· Send announcements from your own email address
· NEVER worry about who is not there, focus on who is there.
· NEVER have your meetup page empty
· Announce next meetup day of meetup
· Need to plan 4 months or more out.
· DO NOT allow MAYBE’s
· Meetup sends reminder emails 3 weeks before, 1 week before and day before.
· Take pictures (ask for permission) then post a few days after to group.
· Make it networking (selfish and then learning and then you)
· Most RSVP in last week

- How to choose topics for your group.
· Ask your group, use questions when people RSVP
· Have experts from other industries come in 
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
