May 21, 2011

At 11 a.m., witness a reenactment of the secession vote in the historic House 
Chamber. Following the vote, approximately 100 re-enactors from the 26th 
North Carolina Regiment portraying Ramseur’s battery will fire a salute on 
the southwest grounds. Throughout the day, learn more about NC’s seces-
sion convention, the flags of the Civil War period, and uniforms worn by 

Confederate and Union soldiers.
