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NEXT STEPS: What can we do?
VOTE!  This is the most important thing that citizens of the United States of America can do to make their voices heard.  There are local, state and federal elections – vote in all elections where you are eligible.  Our political representatives will be more accountable if they know the public is monitoring their success in office.  When we become part of the election process we are showing our next generation that we care about America and that we are in control of our future.  If you are not currently registered to vote, call or stop in at the electoral office in your community to get signed up. It only takes a few minutes to become a strong voice in your community.  There are websites available for you to research candidates and their voting history.  Make informed choices about each candidate. (http://www.votesmart.org)

EDUCATE – Educate yourself on American history and our Constitution.  Read the Federalist papers.  Do not rely on the internet to give historically correct information.  Also, do not rely on the public school system to correctly educate your children on American history.  Make sure you know what your child is learning, and supplement with your own books and discussions at home.  

FAITH – America was founded on Christianity.  We are a Christian nation.  The beauty of America is that anyone can choose to believe or not believe in any religion they desire.  But that does not change the fact that we are a nation founded under the Christian belief of a Supreme Creator who blessed us and this land we call home.  We must stand up for our faith.  We must be united and strong on this front.  Live your faith, go to church and thank God as often as possible for this wonderful nation.  We need to show the next generation what it is to live our Christian values.

 JOIN – Join your local groups.  It is time for conservative Americans to unite.  We need to be in the company of other like-minded individuals. The media would like conservative Americans to believe they are alone in their views.  This is just not true.  Conservative Americans make up the silent majority.  It is time for unification so that our voices will be heard.
