Social Studies

United States History Course
This course is designed as a survey course. This survey course will begin with the period immediately after Reconstruction and go until present-day history. This course provides students with a framework for studying political, social, economic, and cultural issues, and for analyzing the impact these issues have had on American society. This course goes beyond memorization of isolated facts to the development of higher level thinking skills, and encourages students to make historical assessments and evaluations.
