HP Scavenger Hunt at Greenwood Cemetery
Rules of the Game

We will split evenly into groups, most likely four groups but it will depend on the number of people that show up.
Each group must posses at least one cell phone 


- The cell phone is to prevent groups and group members from wandering about lost in the cemetery.  We hope to have maps so that anyone that gets lost can call the coordinator who will guide them back to the rest of the group.  Greenwood is a big place and we don’t want to lose any TGTSNBN members!

Each group must possess one digital camera


-Only the images on ONE camera will count towards the group’s points.  If your group wants to split up and alert other team members to great tombstones via cell phone, so be it, however the photographic evidence must be on one and only one camera. 

The objective is to find and digitally record as many proper names that appear in the Harry Potter series.  One point will be awarded for each name found. 

Examples:

Harry 
Peter

Lily
Percival 
Pansy

Fletchley

Corner

Johnson 

Prince

Riddle
The names Joanne and Rowling DO count.
The names of the actors that play these characters in the films DO NOT COUNT.
Each name only counts ONCE.  
-You might find two hundred instances of James but your team will only be awarded one point for that name. 

Various incarnations of the same name also count only ONCE. 

-Harold and Harry 

-Art and Arthur 
-Bill and William will all count as the same name, etc.

If there are any disagreements regarding the validity of a name (spelling, etc.) it will be put up to group vote and majority rules. 

Potions, hexes, places, ingredients, magical animals, etc. DO NOT COUNT.
-The reason these words don’t count is because there are too many variables to account for in regards to scoring.

-However, DO take a picture anyway because it would be really cool to document

Monuments or statues that have cool HP related motifs or references should also be photographically documented for posterity but they DO NOT COUNT.
-I’ve been told that there is a statue of the goddess Minerva in the cemetery.  If that statue has a plaque and you take a photo of the plaque that reads “Minerva” that DOES count towards your group’s points.

Two Opportunities for Bonus Points

1)  Find a tombstone on which someone DIED on either of the two dates and your group will receive 5 bonus points. 

October 31st 1981 (The date James and Lily are murdered and Harry becomes a horcrux)
OR
May 2nd 1998 (The Battle of Hogwarts)
2)  The photo on the meetup page for this event is of what looks like a golden snitch (a stone orb with wings and the top of a column) and was supposedly taken in Greenwood Cemetery.  If someone finds it your group will be award 5 bonus points.  PLEASE alert one of the organizers via cell phone if you find it because we should take a group photo with it.

THIS IS THE ONLY EXCEPTION TO THE AFOREMENTIONED MONUMENT/STATUE RULE.
All groups must meet at the main entrance at the appointed finishing time.  For every five minutes that your group is late your team will be docked 1 point so plan your return to the entrance accordingly.  If you are lost please call the coordinator and she/he will guide you back to the entrance. 


-We need people to be prompt because the scoring process will take a some time to complete. 

Finally if anyone finds someone named Voldemort or Dumbledore, your team automatically wins the game because seriously, that would be too awesome.
