Alms Park-Columbia Tusculum

1. Start at Alm Park parking lot near the picnic shelter area and medieval tower. 1 2

2. Follow road to Tusculum Avenue. Exit park down Tusculum Avenue. Enjoy the beautiful Crayola colored Victorians as you descend Tusculum Avenue. 3

3. Turn right at Woodbridge Steps to Woodbridge Ave. This is the street where Ruth and Johnny Lyons lived during their 9 month marriage. Neighbors joked it was a 9 month marriage, but a 9 year divorce. 

4. Left on Stanley to Columbia Parkway. 

5. Cross Columbia Park. Take a right. Be mindful of traffic as you proceed to the Precinct Restaurant at Delta Ave. 4 5

6. Left on Delta Avenue. Cross Eastern Avenue. Take a right. Descend the Delta Steps to Kellog Avenue. 

7. Left on Kellog Avenue towards park. Pass the Turkey Ridge Park. 

8. Left on Stanley. 

9. Right on Stacon. Follow the railroad tunnel to Eastern Avenue. 

10. Right on Eastern Avenue. 3644 is the longest standing home in Cincinnati that is still inhabited.  It was built in 1804 months after the Kemper Log Cabin built on Kemper Avenue less than 6 miles away at the Kemper steps. (no longer standing, saw location during Walnut Hills hike)  James Morris reportedly built it as a log cabin in 1804 and later updated it to the Gothic Revival Style. This building and two others nearby are typical of frame Gothic Revival construction, having a steeply pitched roof, a steep cross gable, fanciful decorative ornamentation cut from wood by the newly perfected scroll saw, windows with a pointed arch shape, and a one-story front porch. Further along Eastern Avenue, the Kellogg House (3807 Eastern Avenue) and the Hezekial Stites Jr. House (315 Stites Avenue) were both constructed about 1835. They are both examples of the Federal Style. Both buildings are two-stories high and rectangular in plan, with wings at the rear. They have symmetrical facades, simple details, and gabled roofs with the gable ends at the sides. The Kellogg House has distinctive, divided windows and an entrance enclosure that were most likely added late in the century. The former Spencer Township Hall at 3833 Eastern Avenue was constructed in 1860 and is a prominent example of the Greek Revival Style. 

11.  The Columbia Baptist Church boasts the city’s oldest congregation. 

12. Left on Donham.

13. Left on Morris. 

14. Cross Columbia Parkway. Right on Tusculum. Ascend Mt. Tusculum.

15. Right on Sachem to Sachem steps. 

16. Take steps to Alms Park. Follow C trail to Lunken Airport overlook. Enjoy the view. 6

17. Follow road to Stephen Foster statue and Pavillon. Enjoy the view. 7 8

18. Take Alms Steps back to the parking lot taking a moment to notice the Longworth Cellar on you descent. 9
