THE NEXT “SURVIVOR” SERIES coming fall 2008 !


Six married men will be dropped on an island for six weeks. Each man will have one car and 3 kids each.
Every child will play two sports and either take music or dance classes. There is no fast food.  Each man must take care of his 3 kids; keep his assigned house clean,
correct all homework, and complete science projects, cook, do laundry, and pay a list of "pretend" bills without enough money.  In addition, each man will have to budget in money for groceries each week.  Each man must remember the birthdays of all their friends and relatives, and send cards out on time. Each man must also take each child to a doctor's appointment, a dentist 
appointment and a haircut appointment.
