Sec. 6-62. Chickens, ducklings, rabbits banned from sale; livestock, fowl and swine.  (a)  Chickens, ducklings, rabbits banned from sale.  It shall be unlawful for any person to sell or offer for sale, or permit to be sold or offered for sale, within the corporate limits of the town, baby chickens, baby ducklings, or baby rabbits less than six weeks of age; provided, this section shall not apply to hatcheries raising chickens or ducks expressly for the broiler market or for sale to farms. (b)  Livestock and domestic fowl prohibited.  Livestock, and domestic fowl of all descriptions are prohibited in any area of the town except those areas zoned for agricultural purposes by the zoning ordinances. (c)  Swine prohibited.  It is unlawful to maintain, keep or house pigs, hogs or other swine within the corporate limits of the town. (d)  Exceptions.  Ponies, horses, mules or burros may be stabled within the town limits in areas not zoned for agricultural purposes provided that the stables are at least 300 feet from any residence and that not more than two animals are kept per residence and that not more than two animals are kept per acre of land, and in addition, that, if at any time in the future additional residences are erected less than 300 feet from said stables, the stables, ponies, horses, mules and burros shall be removed.

Lawrence  KS 
Midge Grinstead of the Lawrence Humane Society contacted our department about her concerns regarding the keeping of chickens and other domestic fowl within the City of Lawrence.  Grinstead stated that she has received information that chickens are kept within the City, which she disfavors because of the health concerns created by the keeping of domestic fowl in an urban environment. To substantiate her concerns, Grinstead included a letter from Gail R. Hansen, the State epidemiologist and public health veterinarian from the Kansas Department of Health and Environment.  The letter, which is included as an attachment to the memorandum, primarily focuses on the fact that chickens and other poultry often carry zoonotic pathogens such as enteric bacteria.  Zoonotic diseases are those that transmit from animals to humans.  Although other animals such as cats and dogs carry these pathogens, they exist more commonly in domestic fowl.  The letter suggests this is because the birds usually do not have separate places to eat and rest away from where they pass waste products.  Hansen cites a monograph from the Center for Disease Control that discusses the special concerns created by chickens in cities, specifically salmonellosis, when the animals are kept as backyard pets.  It is Hansen’s opinion that allowing chickens in the urban environment is contrary to the public health.  (May 2008)  
Placer County  CA 
At its Feb. 8, 2011, meeting, the Placer County Board of Supervisors will hear a proposed Zoning Text Amendment to County Zoning Ordinance relating to the keeping of fowl and poultry.  The Board will also be asked to adopt an environmental document allowing for the change.  The Planning Services Division of the County’s Community Development Resource Agency will recommend to the Board the number of fowl/poultry that can be kept on certain residential lots in Placer County. The proposed changes would allow the keeping of six chicken hens in residential single-family (RS), residential multi-family (RM), and resort zone (RES) districts.  The proposed changes would not apply to the Lake Tahoe Basin, where both Placer County and the Tahoe Regional Planning Agency (TRPA) have zoning jurisdiction.  TRPA currently requires a two-acre lot minimum for keeping chickens and is currently working on an update to its Regional Plan.  Placer County has asked TRPA to consider including the raising of chicken hens on single-family residential lots as a part of that update. “The raising of chickens in an urban environment is part of a growing movement of people who want to raise their own food for health and financial reasons,” said Planning Director Michael Johnson.  “There are numerous other agencies in the local area, including the cities of Roseville, Folsom and Auburn, that have already adopted similar ordinances, and staff is bringing forward this proposed Zoning Text Amendment in an effort to be responsive to this trend”. At its July 22, 2010 meeting, the Placer County Planning Commission unanimously approved the proposed Zoning Text Amendment and, following procedure, referred the matter to the Board of Supervisors.  In forwarding its recommendation, the Planning Commission concluded that any potential issues that may be associated with the keeping of fowl and poultry on residential properties were properly within the text of the ordinance. The proposed Zoning Text Amendment addresses the raising and keeping of chicken hens and does not include potentially nuisance/noise producing fowl including roosters, guinea hens and birds from the peacock family.

It shall be unlawful for any person to own, keep, have, permit anyone to keep or maintain within the corporate city limits any hoofed or cloven-hoofed animals or other livestock as defined in section 4-2. (8)   All permit applicants for livestock, hoofed, or cloven-hoofed animals, as defined in section 4-2 definitions, or fowl that crow, honk, quack, or cock, shall include documentation from the city verifying that the property to house or serve as a stable for the animals to be permitted is zoned agricultural.  No such livestock, hoofed, or cloven-hoofed animal or fowl that crows, honks, quacks or cocks shall be permitted in an area not zoned agricultural. Keeping of swine prohibited.  It shall be unlawful for any person to keep or maintain any hogs, pigs, or any member of the Suidae family within the corporate limits of the city on any residential or business zoned property.  Exception of this section will only include property that is zoned for agricultural purposes by the zoning ordinance with the following requirements: Exceptions for Vietnamese pot bellied pigs being kept as pets. Fort Collins, CO
Chickens will probably be allowed to roost in backyards in Fort Collins after the City Council late Tuesday night approved an ordinance allowing residents to own up to six hens.   The vote, 5-2, sets up a final reading on the ordinance in July, according to the city clerk's office.  Only hens, and not roosters, will be allowed as long as they are housed in an enclosed coop and kept at least 15 feet from the property line. The animals also cannot be slaughtered. Proponents said a limited number of chickens will provide a good, healthy source of eggs for residents, who also can use chicken waste as compost in their backyards.  The two dissenting council members — Diggs Brown and Wade Troxell — worried the chickens would be a health hazard and that their waste could contribute to greenhouse gases.
