9/11 Contradic t ions
An Open Message to Congress and the Press
Professor David Ray Griffi n is considered by many the most respected 
leader of the national movement that is calling for a new investigation 
into the events of 9/11. He is professor emeritus at the Claremont 
School of Theology, where he taught for more than 30 years.  

He is the author of more than two dozen scholarly books, including 
“The New Pearl Harbor”, “The 9/11 Commission Report: Omissions 
And Distortions”, and “Debunking 9/11 Debunking: An 
Answer to Popular Mechanics and Other Defenders of the 
Offi cial Conspiracy Theory.”

Dr. Griffi n’s talk will be based on his most recent book “9/11 
Contradictions: An Open  Letter  to Congress and the Press.”  
Rather than developing a theory about what happened on 
9/11, his lecture will simply show that the offi cial account is 
riddled with internal contradictions.  Since two contradictory 
statements cannot be true, it is clear that individuals and 
agencies articulating the offi cial story of 9/11 have made 
many false statements.
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
