Tall Clubs International is a social organization for women and men of tall stature and has more than fifty clubs throughout the United States and Canada.  The local club serving residents of Connecticut and Western Massachusetts is Hartford Heights Tall Club.  TCI members, through both the local clubs and the international organization, take pride in fostering tall awareness through community involvement in projects and activities.

The Hartford Heights Scholarship Committee will assess all applications based on several criteria, including academic record and achievements, involvement in clubs and activities, personal achievements, insight and content of the essay about being tall, and the recommendations.  The Scholarship Committee may ask the applicants to meet with the committee for personal interviews.  One local winner will be selected by April 1, 2008 and will receive a $500 scholarship.  The local winner will then be nominated to the Tall Clubs International scholarship program to compete for one of several $1,000 scholarship awards.
