Why Should You Care About the Precinct Project?
The Tea Party and 9-12 groundswell across our nation is unprecedented.  Citizens across our great nation are coming out for the first time in their lives and asking, “What can I do to help save our nation?”

The turnout for national and local rallies has also been unprecedented.  People who have never come out to such events are coming out in droves and asking, “What should we do?”

Why were are Here

Rally attendees and organizers are trying to get the attention of politicians.  They don’t feel their voices are being heard.  So I ask you, how are the politicians getting re-elected time after time if they don’t represent the people?

The Political Committees Control the Outcomes

The politicians cannot continue to get re-elected without the support of the political committees.  Politicians depend on their support to continue their political careers.

How Political Parties are Organized

The political parties are organized in committees at three levels:

· National Committee

· State Committee

· County Committee

State and County Committees are comprised of representatives that are elected in the Primary Elections in even-numbered years.  In May of 2010 you will be electing your state and county committee representatives.

Local Political Committees

Your local political committee (i.e., one for the Democratic Party, one for the Republican Party) is comprised of two representatives from each precinct in your county.  A precinct is the smallest political district and is comprised of all the people who vote at your polling place.  Any registered voter can follow a simple procedure to obtain a spot on their county committee in the May 2010 Primary Election.  (See the document “How to Become a Precinct Committee Person”).
The Political Infrastructure is Already in Place

We Must Utilize it to Create Positive Change

Independent groups are springing up all over the country and the Internet and asking, “What should we do to change things?”  You don’t have to reinvent the wheel or “hope” your politicians will listen to you.   You can in many cases with very little effort actually get inside the party and make your voice heard through the political committees.

Why Haven’t You Heard About the Political Committees Before?
Imagine if politicians could keep congressional elections a secret and only invite their friends to vote every election.  What would be the outcome?  The outcome would be what we have today!

Yet this is in many ways the case with local political committees.  They are the “best kept secret” in politics.  The politicians have turned them into re-election machines.  (If you have not already done so, watch the short introductory video on http://www.WagtheDog.com)
How Should Political Committees Operate?
Political committees should be proactive and should not be re-election machines for incumbents.  PC’s should keep politicians on the straight-and-narrow and kick them out in the Primary if they are not keeping their vows to uphold the Constitution.

We will introduce specific tactics you can utilize on the committee to do just this!

Why this Project Should be Our #1 Priority Through February 2010

The holidays are upon us.  After Christmas, we have only six weeks until nomination petitions are available (see “How to Become a Precinct Committee Person”).  That is a very small window of opportunity to attempt to get a critical mass of reformers on county committees.   Then we will have to wait another 2 years before this we get this opportunity again!

Think: Presidential and Senate races 2012.  If we work this project now, it will payoff greatly in political dividends in 2012!
