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They tell us that we can only be safe if we
allow people to be arrested and held without
charge, without access to a lawyer, and
without the right to examine the evidence
against them. They tell us that to fight
“terror” we must condone torture.

Yet these are the very things that the
Founders pledged “their lives, their for-
tunes, and their sacred honor” to eliminate
230 years ago. These are the things that
420,000 Americans gave their lives in
World War II to put an end to.
