
Poll Watcher Instructions
You can check the machines: 

before the polls open; 
during the day when you vote; and 
as the polls close.

It �s ok if you can � t do all three. Any scrutiny is
helpful. Typical machine problems:

- Our levers don �t work. Test the Ron Paul
levers for functioning in all machines.
-  Green Party [row F] and Libertarian Party
[row G] rows switched.
- Counter Numbers blocked by improperly
made  holes so that no vote total could be read
for our candidates.
- Names torn so they may not be readable.
- As the day begins the public counter should
be Zero. On several machines the public
counter was not ZERO (at least one case it was
well over 100) and on some machines there
were already votes cast for some candidates.
- There was one machine in which the Green
Party candidates had two 
rows and the Libertarians were missing.
- machines with "numbers rolled up"

 �...Poll Watchers' Rights And
Responsibilities
A Poll Watcher is a representative of a
candidate, political party or independent
group who observes the election to
confirm its fairness and get early unofficial
results. Each poll watcher must present to
the inspector a watcher's certificate issued
by a candidate or the chairperson or
secretary of a political committee or
independent body whose candidates are
on the ballot. Only three watchers per
candidate or organization may be present
at an ED at one time. Only one of these
watchers may be within the ED "guard rail"

(three feet from the inspectors' table).

Candidates and poll watchers may:
* Arrive at the poll site at 5:45 am to witness
the opening of the polls &/or examine the
ballot box.
* Examine the machine when it is not in use.
* Challenge voters.
* Be given information about who has voted,
if the inspectors are keeping a list.
* Attend the canvass and tally at the end of
the day.
Candidates and poll watchers may not:
"�Electioneer within a 100 feet radius of the

entrance to your site.
"�Disrupt proceedings.
"�Participate in any manner in the conduct of

the election. � 

Verifying the final count is the easiest and
perhaps most important task. Take this certificate
to your polling place about 8:45 PM. You should
arrive before they close the polls to voters at
exactly 9, or they will lock the doors, and you
will have difficulty getting them to open for you.
An election official may demand the certificate.
Give it to the official.
They will open the machines and record the vote
totals. Record, on paper or with a voice or
camera recorder, the Libertarian totals on line G.
If you have time, you might also record other
totals.
You may be able to record 2 machines before
they close the doors to the machines.
If you have your row G count for the machines in
your district, and the other machines are still
open, try getting those row G totals too.
The tally happens simultaneously and quickly, so
you can �t do two different buildings. According
to the NYC Board of Elections, You should see
the workers do the following: 

 �1.  Prepare the voting machine for closing:
* Cut the white paper seal on officer lock #1
and with the key found lock the voting

machine by turning it ¼ turn to the right.
* Push the button under the polls
open/polls closed knob and slide the knob
to the left.
2.  Record the number of votes cast on the
Return of Canvass
* Write the number of machine votes for
each candidate and ballot proposal on the
Return of Canvass �
(This is when Ron Paul Poll Watchers will
also record our votes in row [A? I have not
seen the ballot])
 �* Tally any emergency ballots and write
the number of votes of each candidate and
ballot proposal from these ballots onto the
Return of Canvass.
* Enter the public counter number at the
closing in the box in the upper left corner
of the return of canvass.
* Enter the ED/AD numbers in the
appropriate spaces.
3. Repack the Supplies:
* Read and sign the certification of the
voter Registration.
* Return the supplies to the back of the
machine.
* Enclose all items required in the return
envelope
REMINDER: Do not open the individual
Affidavit Ballot Envelopes.
4. Close the voting machine
5. Complete the poll worker manual. (Time
Sheet)
6. Give the Return Envelope and pages 1
and 3 of the Return of Canvass to the
Police Officer. �
