An Orwellian Barnyard?

Congressman Paul has led the fight in Congress against
the National Animal Identification System (NAIS). In this
system, farmers and ranchers must tag livestock with
electronic tracking devices, as well as report movement
of livestock to the USDA within 24 hours.

NAIS is currently "voluntary,” but the government will
make it mandatory if they do not like the level of
compliance. Small farmers and ranchers can lose
thousands of dollars complying with NAIS, and requiring
them to supply highly detailed information about their
private property without a warrant violates the fourth
amendment.
