Rabbits are the third most surrendered animal in shelters across the country.  Each year over 7 million dogs, cats and rabbits are surrendered to local shelters where half are euthanized.  The rescue groups in the area are usually operating at capacity and may not be able to take in your rabbit.  Please do NOT release your rabbit into the wild.  Always take them to the SPCA of Wake County (Raleigh, Cary and Garner residents only), the Wake County Shelter (all other areas in Wake County) or your local shelter.  These shelters receive a large number of surrendered rabbits and there is no guarantee your rabbit will be adopted.  We strongly encourage you to try our suggestions before surrendering.  Please join us at our next gathering so we can offer suggestions and share our stories.  We hope you are willing to consider keeping your rabbit, but if not we have listed several rescues and shelters in the area.  Please remember that our members have rabbits so we are not able to adopt your rabbit.
Is your rabbit spayed/neutered?  Having your rabbit spayed or neutered will greatly improve their behavior.  Unaltered rabbits live with the constant urge to mate.  This can cause your rabbit to act out in frustration (biting, digging, chewing, lunging and circling).  An altered rabbit will be easier to litter box train and will not feel the urge to mark its territory.  In addition you will remove the risk of reproductive cancers in female rabbits.  It takes over a month for the hormones to settle after they are spayed or neutered.  Please consider having your rabbit spayed or neutered and allow at least one month before surrendering.  Please contact one of the members below for low cost spay/neuter options.
