There are basically 2 companies that are the leaders in this- VPI (Veterinary Pet Insurance) and Pet Care Pet Insurance. VPI is underwriiten by Scottsdale Insurance and PetCare is Lincoln General. Both are reputable companies but they offer 2 vary different models for insuring your pet.

If you look back a few months on the message board there are some very sad stories about people who insured with VPI only to find that a major illness was not covered due to a hereditary or genetic exclusion. I attempted to have VPI clarify the exclusion and they are very vague. They use a couple of dog medical books to determine what is "hereditary or genetic" to a particular breed. I think it would be fairly safe to say that a lot of what is discussed on this board could have a strong likelihood of being excluded. I had VPI Insurance for several years and they are good with typical sicknesses and they pay a little on routine stuff. I was starting to get claim denials on skin issues and then got very concerned after reading the posts on this board.

The Lincoln General program does not have the hereditary or genetic exclusion. You purchase one of two available policy limits which is divided among twelve body systems. The limit is the maximum they will pay for all claims relating to that body system. They don't get involved with routine care and the premium for the higher limit was a little more than VPI but I feel it is worth it knowing that a serious claim is not going to be denied.
