In East Berlin in 1984, the secret police organization, Stasi, conducts extensive 

surveillance operations against any East German citizen suspected of opposing the 

Communist regime. When Captain Gerd Weisler begins monitoring the daily life of the 

playwright Georg Dreyman, he finds himself increasingly unwilling to betray his 

subject's private moments to his superiors.
