The creation of letters or mailing labels is one that requires some experience using the products and using text file
import. If you are using Microsoit Word, you should be experienced using Mail Merge.

The Voter Focus Diskette is a fixed layout. The file is a comma delimited text file. The quote (") character is used
as the text qualifier. Many products can use such a file such as Excel, Word, Access. You should refer to the
product documentation about how to employ the file for your needs. Depending on the county, the export text file
can be very large and may exceed the capabilities of your computer, or the version of the product that you are
using. Access is the product which is designed for this kind of large scale data manipulation.
