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JAPANESE LANGUAGE SCHOOLS

Japan has many language schools which offer Japanese
instruction to foreigners interested in a systematic approach to
language learning. Many schools also offer sponsorship for their
full-time students enrolled in "intensive" classes. By law, foreign
students are not allowed to work full-time in Japan but can work
part-time as, for example, an English teacher, and earn ¥3,000/hour
on average. School fees, rent and food average about ¥500,000/year
each for a total annual budget of about ¥1.5 million per person.
