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•Oppose any withdrawl timetable for US troops to leave Iraq
•Supports the increase in US troop levels in Iraq (”the surge”)
•Supports the US having a long-term presence in Iraq
•Doesn’t believe aggressive US foreign policy causes “blowback”

•Won’t commit to Iraq troop withdrawl until at least 2013
•Not willing to take “nuking” Iran off the table

“for 100 years”

•Supported college benefits for 
illegals as Arkansas governor
• Opposed bill that required 
proof of citizenship for voting
• Pushed for drivers licenses for 
illegals

•Voted for McCain-Kennedy 
anmesty bill
•Opposes cutting federal 
funding to sanctuary cities that

•Opposes English as the official 
national language

•Voted for Iraq war, refused to 
“take back” vote

•Opposes a Constitutional 
amendment for Congress and 
the President to balance the 
budget each year
•Opposes the flat tax
•Supports the “death tax”

•Voted for the Patriot Act and 
supported reauthoritztion
•Voted for the Real ID Act 
(National ID card)
•Supports restricting 2nd 
Amendment gun rights
•Neutral on torture

•Supports guest worker 
program
•Opposes cutting federal 
funding to sanctuary cities that 
don’t enforce immigration law
•Opposes English as the official 
national language

•Opposes a Constitutional 
amendment for Congress and

•Does not understand that

•Supports a nationwide smoking 
ban
•Wanted to quarantine all HIV 
patients in 1992, and would not 
retract statement (Dec 2007)
•Strongly opposes extending the 
right of Habeas Corpus to 
Guantanamo detainees

•Authored McCain-Kennedy bill 
that provides amnesty for 12 
million illegals currently in US

•Voted against 2001 and 2003 
Bush tax cuts
•Over 50 votes for higher taxes
•Opposes the flat tax

•Authored McCain-Lieberman 
bill, putting huge burdens on 
American industry to document 
and regulate greehouse gas 
emissions
•Recently admitted he “doesn’t 
really undertand economics”
•Does not understand that 
American war and nation-
building (at over $1trillion/year) 
is bankrupting the US

•Voted for the Patriot Act and 
supported reauthoritztion
•Authored McCain-Feingold bill 
whice severely limits citizen 
participation in political process
•Voted for the Real ID Act
•Strongly opposes extending the 
right of Habeas Corpus to 
Guantanamo detainees

•Voted against Iraq war
•End Middle East nation building
•Bring our troops home now to 
defend domestic soil
•Maintain strong military
•Receives most donations from 
active duty military (*USA TODAY)

•Immediately secure borders
•Enforce current immigration 
laws (no amnesty)
•No welfare for illegals
•End birthright citizenship
•Continue the American 
tradition of legal immigration

•Eliminate need for personal 
income tax and the IRS. A 
return to a government the size 
of 1997 makes this possible
•Has never voted for a tax 
increase in 20 years in Congress
•Voted “#1 Taxpayers Best 
Friend” by National Taxpayers 
Union

•Reform our monetary system, 
stop the Federal Reserve from 
devaluing the dollar by printing 
money at taxpayer expense
•Eliminate deficit sepnding
